Carroll County’s 4-H Live-
stock Auction is a premium
auction. Dollar values reflect
the money the 4-H’er receives
above the market value of the
animal. All figures quoted are
premium money only.

There were 111 buyers who
participated in the auction
with 179 livestock members
selling animals. A total of
$37,210 in premiums was
paid out.

In appreciation, 4-H mem-
bers returned a total of $875
in donations to benefit 4-H
programs. Another $1,165
was donated for a total of
$2,040.
