Wilson earned a bachelor’s
degree in education from
Anderson University and a mas-
ter’s degree in education from
Indiana State University.

He played professional base-
ball with the Chicago American
Giants of the Negro Baseball
League in 1949. From 1949 to
1954 he played for the Harlem
Globetrotters.

He coached high school bas-
ketball for 10 years, compiling a
139-59 (.702) record and then
spent 20 years as a coach and
athletic director at Malcolm X
College in Chicago, Ill., compil-
ing a 378-135 (.737) record.

Wilson was inducted into the
Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame,
the Anderson Black Expo
Basketball Hall of Fame, and the
Anderson University Hall of
Fame.

He is currently a third-year
volunteer assistant coach for the
Lock Haven University
(Pennsylvania) men’s basketball
team.
