The
parade will start from the down-
town area and proceed to the
park.

Sunday’s events will include a
community worship service at
the park beginning at 10 a.m. The
Scoop will serve a chicken and
noodle dinner afterwards from 11
a.m. to 1 p.m. in the Community
Building.

Registration for Sunday’s car
show will start at 10 a.m. with
judging at 1 p.m. Awards will be
presented at 4. 

The barn and TV drawing will
be at 4 p.m. Sunday. Mathews
Brothers (Steve and Scott) donat-

ed the barn this year and also
built a shelter house on the south
side of the basketball courts.
They donated the materials and
labor for both projects. 

Last Saturday, a concrete floor
for the shelter was poured. The
Town of Burlington provided
funds for the concrete and
Mathews Brothers paid for the

labor. 
Barn proceeds benefit the

maintenance fund for the com-
munity and Lilly buildings at the
park. This year’s proceeds will
be used for a new roof for the
community building.
