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Indiana counties complete local
pandemic influenza response plans

Comet staff report

All of Indiana’s 92 counties have
completed a local pandemic
influenza response plan.

At the Pandemic Influenza State
Summit earlier this year, Governor
Mitch Daniels challenged all
Indiana counties to create local
plans for responding to a possible
influenza pandemic. County offi-
cials used guidance and templates
provided by the Indiana
Department of Homeland Security
in the development of the plans,
which include specific roles and
responsibilities for various local
agencies that might be involved in
such a response.

“Since a possible influenza pan-
demic would be a worldwide event,
it is crucial that plans are developed
at the local level because the extent
of state or federal assistance would
be quite limited,” said Indiana
Department of Homeland Security
Executive Director Eric Dietz. “We

also know that a possible influenza
pandemic will require a multi-disci-
pline response, which also requires
advance planning and coordination
among all local agencies.”

The plans go beyond public
health-related issues to also include
issues related to other essential gov-
ernment services. Since a pandem-
ic could potentially affect a large
percentage of the population, the
plans also consider how those serv-
ices will continue to be provided
with a drastically reduced work-
force.

“While it is not possible to predict
when a pandemic will occur or the
severity of the next pandemic, it is
possible to plan and prepare ahead
of time,” said State Health
Commissioner Judith A. Monroe,
M.D. “It will be critical for local
public health agencies to work
closely with their local partners in
order to provide an effective
response for the communities they
serve.”
