With the turn of the year, the
fee for C-class camping will in-
crease to $9 Sunday through
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wwn.in gov/dos
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Wednesday and $10 Thursday
to Sunday. The daily swimming
rate will be $3 per person in-
stead of $2. The price of a pool
pass, good for 25 daily pool ad-
missions, has increased from
$35 to $40. These are the only
state park and reservoirs fees to
be increased in 2008.

A policy clarification regard-
ing the valid use of annual en-
trance passes (AEPs) in 2008
has also been made. The AEP,
which sells for $36 for Indiana
residents, grants those riding in
the user’s vehicle gate admis-
sion to any state park, reservoir
or forestry property that charges

will be prowidiing & gate admission. The clarification

for 2008 is that only one vehicle
may be admitted per AEP per
visit. That vehicle can be a sin-
gle private, family-type, non-
commercial vehicle, or a car or
truck pulling an attached
camper or a recreational vehicle.

must present an annual pass or
purchase a daily admission.

The 2008 AEP does still allow
for two two-wheeled motor ve-
hicles (motorcycle-type) arriv-
ing together with persons of the
same family driving each of ve-
hicles to enter on a single AEP.

Institutional-type vans and
commercial busses or vehicles
cannot use the AEP.

“The AEP is a great value
that’s intended to allow family
and friends of our most loyal
customers to get together and
enjoy a great day at one of our
properties without having to
break the bank,” Bortner said.
“People who invest in these
passes deserve to know exactly
what they purchased and what
to expect when they get to the
gate. These clarifications do
that.”

75 YEARS AGO

The Kerlin grain elevator at
Delphi was completely de-
stroyed by fire Tuesday morn-
ing, the loss being estimated at
from $10,000 to $15,000,
which is partially covered by
insurance.

The origin of the fire is un-
known and all efforts are
being made to get some clue
whereby proceedings can be
instituted against the offend-
ers.

There were 9,000 bushels of
wheat and 4,000 bushels of
corn and oats stored in the
building which went up in the
conflagration.

The building was insured
for $4,500 and there was
$9.000 insurance on the grain.

Mr. Kerlin expects to re-
build the building and con-
tinue business. The charred
ruins of an old land mark stand
today where a few days ago
stood a prosperous business.
