Dear Dr. Wise: | am worried
about Bonnie, our three-year-old
beagle. She’s had two ear
infections in the last three months.
Is there anything we can do to
prevent this problem? Are we
doing something wrong that
causes the ears to become
infected?

Answer: | feel sorry for Bonnie
because an infected ear is painful.
I’'m sure it is worrisome for you to
watch her scratch the infected ear
and to see it become red and
ooze.

You didn’t say, but I'll assume
that she responded well to a
topical antibiotic ointment each
time the ears became infected.

Beagles, like many other breeds
of dogs, have ears that flop over
the sides of their head. This
means the ear canal is closed off
most of the time which leads to a
moist dark environment - a perfect
situation for bacteria to grow.

Some dogs such as poodles
have a lot of hair in their ear canal.
This prevents ear wax from being
shaken up as easily. This also is a
good environment for bacteria to
grow.

Your Pet

When Bonnie’s  veterinarian
examined her ear, he or she was
looking for different potential
causes of the infection. He or she
could take a swab of the ear
exudate and look at it under a
microscope.

Once the diagnosis is made,
appropriate therapy should
eliminate the problem. A culture
and sensitivity test will determine
the type of bacteria present and
the best antibiotic therapy.

Bonnie may have this recurring
problem for a number of different
reasons. |It’s possible a yeast is
present which is hard to totally
eliminate. An ear cleansing
solution can be used once or
twice a week to cleanse the ear
surface. The cleansing solution
also will help prevent a build up of
ear wax.

The ear canal should also be
examined carefully near the ear
drum to find any potential tumor or
middle ear infection.
