Governor  Robert Orr and
Indianapolis Mayor William
Hudnut shared honors Friday
morning when the Capitol
City’s new Hoosier Dome
roof raising was undertaken.
The two public officials

pumped the first air into the
dome area, which is sus-
pended by pressure from
blowers.   Al Moss and Joe
Moss of the Comet, along
with Dave Moss, were in the
structure when the raising oc-
curred.  It took only 45 min-
utes to inflate the 257 ton
dome within a few feet of the
place where it now stands
197 feet high.   Completion
of the Dome is expected next
July.
