  Dear Dr. Wise:   Summer time 
 is the favorite season for Max, 
 our 4-year-old German shepherd.  
 But every summer his ears flare 
 up and he scratches them a lot.  
 What is going on here?

 Answer:   When dogs scratch 
 their ears and cry you can 
 suspect any number of problems 
 – general skin allergies, 
 infections, ear mites and even 
 foreign bodies in the ear.  Max 
 most likely has an infection of the 
 external ear canal.

 It is interesting that the 
 problem occurs in the summer.  
 This leads me to wonder if you 
 have a nearby lake or river where 
 he swims.  Bacteria in water can 
 sometimes lead to infections.

 Does Max itch over the rest of 
 his body?  Allergies to pollens in 
 the air or to fleas can cause the 
 skin to become red and itchy.  

 The allergy also can inflame the 
 skin inside the ear.  In this 
 situation, the infection is not deep 
 in the canal but more in the outer 
 ear.

 Your veterinarian can pinpoint 
 the problem.  I doubt that he will 
 find mites because of the 
 seasonal nature of Max’s problem 
 and his age.  Mites are more of a 
 puppy problem.

 Your veterinarian can map out 
 a plan to prevent problems and 
 help you recognize early signs of 
 trouble.  He may recommend a 
 summer routine for cleaning 
 Max’s ears with a solution which 
 helps prevent the growth of 
 bacteria and yeast.
