Applying organizations
must be either tax-exempt
under the Internal Revenue
Code Section 501 with a
chapter office in Indiana; an
educational institution in In-
diana; or an Indiana govern-
mental or
quasi-governmental entity.

The SIA Foundation ac-
cepts applications for fund-
ing in the following Indiana
counties: Tippecanoe, Car-
roll, Clinton, Boone, Hen-
dricks, Montgomery,
Fountain, Warren, Benton,
White, Cass, Miami,
Howard, Madison, Hamil-
ton, Marion, Clay, Vermil-
lion, Newton, Jasper, and
Pulaski.

Lessons from the Heart

UESTION: I worry
so much about my
children and wonder

if I’m raising them wisely.
Every few days my hus-
band and I encounter a
problem we don’t know
how to handle. Is it com-
mon for other parents to
feel this way? 

DR. DOBSON: Yes, it
has never been easy to
raise healthy and produc-
tive children. After all, ba-
bies come into the world
with no instructions, and
you pretty much have to
assemble them on your
own. They are also mad-
deningly complex, and
there are no guaranteed
formulas that work in
every instance. And finally,
the techniques that succeed
magnificently with one
child can fail bewilder-
ingly with another.

This difficulty in raising
children is a recurring
theme in the letters we re-
ceive at Focus on the Fam-
ily. We have heard it so
often, in fact, that we de-
cided to conduct a poll to

ascertain the
c o m m o n
frustrations
of parenting.
The answers
r e c e i v e d
from more
than 1,000
mothers and

fathers were very reveal-
ing. Some responded with
humor, especially those
who were raising toddlers.
They told the most delight-
ful stories about sticky
telephones, wet toilet seats
and knotted shoestrings.
Their experiences re-
minded me of the days
when Shirley and I were
chasing ambitious
preschoolers.

Tell me why it is that a
toddler never throws up in
the bathroom? Never! To
do so would violate some
great unwritten law of the
universe. It is even more
difficult to understand why
he or she will gag violently
at the sight of a perfectly
wonderful breakfast of oat-
meal, eggs, bacon and or-
ange juice — and then go

play in the toilet. I have no
idea what makes a kid do
that. I only know that it
drives a mother crazy!

Unfortunately, the ma-
jority of those who re-
sponded to our
questionnaire did not share
funny stories about cute
kids. Many of them were
experiencing considerable
frustration in their parent-
ing responsibilities. Rather
than being critical of their
children, however, most
said they were troubled by
their own inadequacies as
mothers and fathers! 

Their answers, including
these actual responses, re-
vealed the great self-doubt
that is prevalent among
parents today:

— “I don’t know how to
cope with my children’s
problems”

— “I’m not able to make
the kids feel secure and
loved”

— “I’ve lost confidence
in my ability to parent”

— “I’ve failed my chil-
dren”

— “I’m not the example

I should be”
— “Seeing my own bad

habits and character traits
in my children”

— “My inability to relate
to my children”

— “The guilt I feel when
it seems that I have failed
my daughters”

— “My inability to
cope”

— “Knowing it’s too late
to go back and do it right”

— “I’m overwhelmed by
the responsibility of it all”

Isn’t it incredible to ob-
serve just how tentative we
have become about this
task of raising children?
Parenting is hardly a new
technology, yet we’ve be-
come increasingly nervous
about bringing up the baby.
It is a sign of the times.

QUESTION: How
should a person respond to
someone who is in denial?
I have a very good friend
whose wife is cheating on
him, but he chooses not to
see it. Should I make him
face reality? 

DR. DOBSON: There is
no blanket answer to that
question, in view of all the
thousands of specific situ-
ations to which it could be
applied. There are times
when denial is the only
link to sanity or stability,
and it must be preserved.
On other occasions, to
break the bubble of illusion
can be a loving thing. Ei-
ther way, it is risky to
awaken a dreamer. If the
need for denial is intense,
the individual will often
lash out at the one who
threatens its validity.
