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senior high school was set
aside for later consideration.

ment Program. A program
worker is paid by the state to
provide 20 hours of work each
week. Lewis said the person
will be utilized in marketing,
communication and as an ac-
tivities leader. In addition
Lewis said she plans to de-
velop an advisory board in
order to utilize community re-
sources to enhance the inde-
pendence plan.

The superintendent ex-
plained that the Manor’s resi-
dent services include rooms,
meals, linens, laundry services,
medication supervision,
housekeeping, clothing tag-
ging, transportation to and
from health facilities for indi-
gent residents, assistance with
bathing when needed, first aid
and a licensed beautician
weekly at a reduced cost.

Lewis said she developed a
graduated or negotiated rate
scale in the past two years to
accommodate all payment
ability levels. The rate for out-
of-county residents and non-
state supported residents who
can afford the full-rate is $56
per day. She said the state-sup-
ported Assistance to Residents
in County Homes (ARCH)
rate is $37/day and the balance
of the cost of the service pro-
vision is paid from taxpayer
appropriation of $289,341
from the general fund.

Lewis said she applies the
negotiated rate (sliding-fee
scale from $0 to $56/day)
minus a personal expense de-
duction which is guided by
state statute to those who can-
not pay the full rate for serv-
ices.

The state code directs indi-
gent county residents to be re-

ferred to the Manor by a town-
ship trustee, but they first go to
Lewis for review before reach-
ing commissioners for ap-
proval. An admission contract
written by the Indiana State
Board of Accounts and a
physician’s admission record
are completed by the applicant.

According to Lewis, criteria
for Manor residency requires
an applicant to be ambulatory,
with or without crutches or a
walker. A person or a respon-
sible relative must be a Carroll
County resident and the poten-
tial resident must be able to
perform daily activities, such
as bathing and brushing their
teeth, with minimal assistance
or verbal cues to be accepted
as a Manor resident. Resi-
dency is determined by the ad-

dress and the length of stay in
the county. She said “the ma-
jority of past residents have
been county property owners”
and voter’s registration is also
sometimes used to guide the
residency requirement.

Council member Ron
Slavens is a proponent of the
Manor becoming independent
of the general fund. He also re-
alizes the county’s obligation
to ensure housing for county
residents who are not able to
pay the full price per day at the
facility.

“I think the plan is a neces-
sity for the longevity of Carroll
Manor,” he said. “I think it will
flourish if we take it out of the
general fund and let it operate
on its own.”

Carroll Manor funding
According to a comprehensive financial report pre-

pared by the county auditor’s office, on average in
2009, eight residents per month paid the maximum
amount ($56/day) for Manor services. The average
number of residents each month since Jan. 1, 2009 is
17, although the capacity is 36. There were more fe-
male residents than males each month since the be-
ginning of the year.

All Manor income is receipted into the county’s gen-
eral fund. It is not used specifically for the facility’s ex-
penses. The income is combined with all other income
from fees, property and income taxes and used for
county expenses, including those at the Manor.

The Manor receipted $130,684.80 as of July 9 and
has spent $144,006.63. Although the facility was ap-
propriated $289,342 from the general fund, only
$13,321.83, or five percent, of the taxpayer-funded ap-
propriation has been spent, if income received was
factored into the equation. 

Carroll Manor was appropriated $289,341 by the
council for 2008. All but $1,198.93 was spent however
$241,624 was received from resident fees. 

The Manor’s donation fund receipted $38,872.50 in
2008 and currently contains $16,548.19.
