FOCUS ON THE FAMILY

HOLDING YOUR CHILD BACK A GRADE
MAY NOT IMPROVE DEVELOPMENT

UESTION: Is reten-
Q tion in the same grade

ever advisable for a
child who is not a late
bloomer? How about the
slow learner?

DR. DOBSON: There are
some students who can profit
from a second year at the
same grade level and many
who will not. The best guide-
line is this: Retain only the
child for whom something
will be different next year. A
youngster who is sick for
seven months in an academic
year might profit from an-
other run-through when he or
she is healthy. And as I've
indicated, a late-developing
child should be held back in
kindergarten (or the first
grade at the latest) to place
him or her with youngsters
of comparable development.
For the slow learner, how-
ever — the child who has
below-average ability — a
second journey through the
same grade will not help. If
he was failing the fourth
grade in June, he will con-
tinue to fail the fourth grade
in September. The findings
from research on this issue
are crystal clear.

It is not often realized that
the curricular content of each
grade level is very similar to
the year before and the year
after. There is considerable
redundancy in the concepts
taught; the students in each
grade are taken a little fur-
ther, but much of the time is
spent in review. The arith-
metical methods of addition
and subtraction, for example,
are taught in the primary
years, but considerable work
is done on these tasks in the
sixth grade, too. Nouns and
verbs are taught repeatedly
for several years.

Thus, the most unjustifi-
able reason for retention is to
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give the slow
learner  an-
other year of
exposure to
.| easier con-
cepts. He will
not do better
the second
time around!
Nor is there much magic in
summer school. Some par-
ents hope that a six-week
program in July and August
will accomplish what was
impossible in the ten months
between September and
June. They are often disap-
pointed.

QUESTION: I hear so
much about children who
have ADHD. Can you de-
scribe this problem for me
and tell me how I might rec-
ognize it in my son?

DR. DOBSON: The term
ADHD stands for attention
deficit hyperactivity disor-
der, which is an inherited
neurological syndrome that
affects approximately 5 per-
cent of children in the United
States. It refers to individu-
als who are easily distracted,
have a low tolerance for
boredom or frustration, and
tend to be impulsive and
flighty.

Children with ADHD have
a pattern of behavior that sets
them up for failure in school
and conflict with their par-
ents. They have difficulty

finishing tasks, remembering
details, focusing on a book
or assignment, or even re-
maining seated for more than
a few minutes. Some appear
to be driven from within as
they race wildly from one
thing to another. They are
often very bright and cre-
ative, yet they’re seen as
lazy, disruptive and terribly
disorganized. ADHD chil-
dren often suffer from low
self-esteem because they
have been berated as goof-
offs and anarchists who re-
fuse to follow the rules. They
sometimes have few friends
because they can drive
everyone crazy even
those their own age.

As for how you can recog-
nize such a child in your
home, it is unwise for a par-
ent to attempt to do so. There
are many other problems,
both psychological and phys-
ical, that can cause similar
symptoms. Disorders of the
thyroid, for example, can
make a child hyperactive or
sluggish; depression and
anxiety can cause the dis-
tractibility associated with
ADHD. Therefore, you must
have assistance from a physi-
cian, a child developmental-
ist or a psychologist who can
confirm the diagnosis.

If you see in your child the
symptoms I’ve described, I
urge you to have him or her
seen professionally. Again,
you should not try to diag-
nose your child! The sooner
you can get that youngster in
to see a person who special-
izes in this disorder, the bet-
ter.

Talk About Personal!!

In our society we have this
thing about space and getting
personal.

In our conversations we use
phrases like: “Well! You do not
have to get personal!” and “I
did not mean that in a personal
way” and “You are getting aw-
fully personal!” We are cau-
tious about getting too personal
with people; sharing too much
about our lives. After all, we all
have people that have told us
just a little more than we
wanted to know.

In the story of the Good
Shepherd in John 10, Jesus
talks very clearly; He even
takes time to explain His
words. In verse 3 He tells us
He calls His sheep by name.
The sheepfold was a place
where many shepherds would
corral their sheep for safekeep-
ing. The individual shepherd
could go to the gate and call
out only his own sheep be-
cause they would recognize his
voice. But not only could he
call them out as a group, he
could call them out individu-
ally; one at a time. Wow!
How could He do that? It is not
hard to understand when we
stop and think that he was with
the sheep 24 hours a day, 7
days a week constantly in con-
tact with them. He spent time
with each individual one and
called it by name while he was
talking to it.

He told that story for a rea-
son. He wants to get that per-
sonal with each of us. He is
there when we get up and go
out. In verse 4 He tells us that
He even goes out ahead of us.
He wants to commune with us
24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
There is only one catch that
makes it difficult for us: verse 4
tells us: “His sheep follow Him
because “they know His

voice.””” Ahah! Yes, there is the
hard part. Knowing God’s
voice. How do we do that? We
must spend more time with
Him; in His Word, in prayer
and just listening. We must get
away from the crowd and just
spend time with Him. God

knows your voice; do you
know His? Why not start get-
ting personal with Him today?
He sure wants to get personal
with you!
